
An Example (just one of many possibilities) of a master Percussion Assignments sheet.  One copy is posted at a central location (e.g. on the Percussion Cabinet) and each student then gets a copy for his/her folder. Note that the literature reflects choices for a Band with a large percussion section, and this assignment chart utilizes the philosophy of assigning both “primary” and “back-up” roles. Thus, all students are engaged at all times.  When your students have accepted the Primary & Back-up plan as the “norm,” their collective behavior will become more trustworthy during the rehearsal of a chorale, ballad, Prelude & Fugue, or other pieces with less percussion activity.
